
Prairie Creek Subdivision
Design Guidelines
The Prairie Creek Subdivision Architectural Control Committee (“Committee”) looks forward to working with you on design approval for a home in the Prairie Creek Neighborhood (“Neighborhood”).  According to the Declaration of Conditions, Covenants and Restrictions (“Deed Restrictions”) for the Neighborhood, all homes built in the Neighborhood must seek and obtain approval of the Committee prior to constructing a home.  The Committee has the responsibility for approving all plans for construction in the Neighborhood, and can approve or disapprove of plans at its sole discretion.  Please note that the Deed Restrictions contain complete details.  However, the following guidelines will help you better prepare for your submission to the Committee:
Minimum Dwelling Unit Sizes:
One Story

1500 sq. ft.
Two Story

1850 sq. ft.
Split Level

1500 sq. ft.
Maximum Dwelling Unit Sizes
Duplex 
Not to exceed 65% of the total square feet of land area of the Lot
Quadplex
Not to exceed 75% of the total square feet of land area of the Lot
The Committee will consider how each home will fit the Neighborhood. You should provide the Committee with a front elevation of your design to show the proposed color and materials of the exterior of the home. Also, provide samples of exterior materials with your submittal.
A list of approved materials and practices is as follows:

· Minimum thickness of vinyl siding shall be .044 and aluminum siding .019.
· Vinyl and wood windows are acceptable.
· Roofing shall be laminated architectural grade textured fiberglass, asphalt shingles, wood shakes or other acceptable material.  Standard 3 in 1 shingles are not allowed.
· If garages are not side loaded, then the garage can protrude no more than 8’ from the front façade of the house, and it is preferable that the garage façade be set back from the house façade unless not appropriate for the building style.
· All chimneys must have a chase.
· Each structure should be detailed to illustrate a base, middle and top.
· Builder must provide the first floor elevation in relation to the curb/street.
· All terms and conditions set forth in the Deed Restrictions are incorporated as part of these Design Guidelines and terms and conditions of the Deed Restrictions shall control.
The Committee may approve substitute materials and practices which are suitable to the home style submitted.
